From this continuous, daily attack against Christianity, the Mormon Church gains 200-300 thousand
converts annually - from Christianity to Mormonism i or about 830 persons joining Mormonism
every day, seven days a week!! If we care about the eternal life of these souls, we have to speak up,
dondt we?
I f Joseph Smith’s statement is |l eft unanswered or

Using evidences for biblical truth is the very same method that Jesus and His apostles used to show

unbelievers that what the scriptures say is the truth from God. (John 5:39; 14:6; 17:17; 2 Tim. 2:15;

3:16; 2 Pet. 1:21.) As Paul wrote to Timothy, the very reason the Word of God was given to us was so

that we can study it and learn what the doctrine is, so that we can correct and instruct those who

have gone astray. (2 Tim. 2:15; 3:16.)

We must focus on doctrinal differencest hat wi |l absolutely affect peopl
been alerting Christians of these differences for over 20 years so that they will understand that regardless

of the same words Mormons use, they do not teach biblical (Christian) doctrine.

We are currently teaching 10-12 week course on Mormonism at South Valley Baptist Church. This

We generally start our class-lessons with the Trinity - God,

Jesus, Holy Spirit, and man’ s sinful nature that only God ca
doctrinal issues that are important to understand in order to differentiate biblical teachings from LDS

teachings and help lead them to Jesus, who is God.




The Mormon Church has changed and altered the nature of God and of Jesus Christ. They claim

that Jesus is our elder brother from a pre-existent state, and that He is just one of the billions of sons of

Heavenly Parents. They also say that Jesus is a brother of Lucifer who was contesting with him to become

the Savior of mankind. (Gospel Through Ages, p. 15.) They teach that Jesus became our Savior,

becauseit he counci | o.fTheypleodescivthatc) hecs sues 6H inmo r tsieedbytheo dy wa's
Father, who is resurrected man, saying that Jesus was not begotten byhe Holy Ghostthus

denying the Virgin Birth. (Come Unto Christ, Ezra Taft Benson, p. 4.)

Therefore when we have an opportunity to speak with Mormons about Jesus, we have to make sure that

they will learn right away that their Jesusis not the same Eternal Person as Jesus of the Bible and

Christianity. Mormons have taken information about Jesus from the Bible, but they have applied that

information to their Jesus, who, they say, is a spirit-brother of all, and thus a created being, just as all men

are.

In Matt. 7:22-23 Jesus spoke of those who knew His name and many things about Him, but He did not

know them; He did not have a r el atthabdays(judgmpentday)tHh t h e m.
will say to them, “l never knew you, depart frorivie”. In other words, we must know Him personally

T we must be born again from the Spirit of God to have a relationship with Him. When we accept

Him, we become children d&od,as John 1:12 promises.

We can gain knowledge of many famous people just by reading about them, like for example of President

George W. Bush, so that we can speak of him as if we really knew him. But if someone asked President
Bushabout you or thén'tknovethavpoasanl 8@ T here“i s no personal
that kind of knowledge. Personal relationship is a two-way friendship involving real people who know

and communicate with each other.

Let it be understood that we cannot convert anyone to Christ Jesus of the Bible—iti s God’' s wor k, b
sharing information from the Word of God and informing about false gospels that pervert it, that is our

job.

By sharing information we are giving people a solid base to inspect, and to choose that which is truth.

This is what was done in New Testament times and throughout the centuries after. Disciples of Christ

were to convince unbelievers of the truth of Christian claims. There are people, who, even when they

see the truth in arguments presented against what they are now believing, still choose to reject the truth,

When Paul defended the Gospel in Athens, it is said that only some believedneaning that others did not.

We need to do this work of comparing and persuading, but results of our work have to be left to God. As

Paul said, some of us are seqaanters, some of us water the seed that was plartedit is God who

gives thencrease.(See 1 Cor. 3:6-9.) We have experienced this when evangelizing Mormons. Even

when they all have heard and seen the same evidences, some have accepted and believed, and some

have not, but we are still to defend the gospel truth, regardless of how little results there seem to be.

issue. By this kind of line-blurring and compromising, the false gods are elevated to the level of true

God.

How can Mor mons and e brathers and sistees iiCsh r ddsdiwanshipt o b e i
together, when they worship and pray to a different God or gods?

This kind of mixing gives Mormons a false sense of security in their beliefs, and allows them to reject
essential doctrines of Christianity. Thi s ki nd of “friendship”
dangerous for both Mormons and Christians.

We must be nice and friendly towards all people, but we cannot allow compromises in doctrinal issues or
join in worship with those who worship other gods.

We must learn the meanings behind their words. If we do not know what they mean, we may be agreeing
where there should be no agreement.

However, receiving new revelation is a totally different matter than changing previously received

revelations while leaving the dates as they were, and without any footnotes to that fact that they

were changed, and why.

If a prophet claims to have received “new revelation” , t hen natwurally it is expe
known before, not just rewritten, revised or otherwise changed.

For exampl e, by compar i ng BdokoéGomrhaadméentsto $835 f ound i n t
Doctrine and Covenants, one can see that i n most of the 65 [
words were deleted, many words were added and/or changed.

In addition to these problems that the thinking Mormons might have with LDS scriptures, if we compare

the 1830 published Book of Mormon to the later printings, we can see that thousands of changes were

made after the death of Josepbrhe&ohangehweredomet wi t hout
correct some doctrinal problems, in addition to poor grammar etc.

Until 1981 there were 136 Sections (Chapters) in the Doctrine and Covenants.
133 of them are credited to Joseph Smith i but not all of them are revelations. Sections 1, 13, 76, 102,
109, 110, 113, 121, 122, 123, 127, 128, 129, 130, 131 are not listed as revelations. Some of them are

It is taken
from the History of the Church, vol. 2, pp. 380-381, and is not reported as a revelation.

Section138is Joseph F. Smith’s vision, he is said to have had on October 3, 1918, which is not reported
as a revelation either.
